Resolution 2017-15 - An application submitted by Martohue Land Use Law PA, agent for
TOWERCOM VIII, LLC (“Applicant”) for Site Plan (SPR17-02), and Special Exception Use
(PSSE17-02) and three (3) variances (PSV17-01, PSV17-02, PSV17-03) for construction
of a 130’ tall wireless (unipole) telecommunication tower with 1600 square foot associated
equipment compound - 839 South Congress Avenue (Summit Commons Plaza)

Variance Requests:

PSV17-01 Variance Relief from Section 34-1296(b)(1)(4)a of the Code of Ordinance to
allow eighty-seven feet (87’) setback from North propertyline in lieu of 143’ required
setback.

PSV17-02 Variance Relief from Section 34-1296(b)(1)(4)a of the Code of Ordinance to
allow one-hundred-thirty-five feet (135’) setback from West propertyline in lieu of 143’
setback.
