Village Manager Reade stated that as a result of the recently approved Charter Amendments, municipal election qualifying periods are required to be established by ordinance and incorporated into the Village’s Code. Thus, to ensure sufficient time and opportunity for Village Council candidates to distribute their message and enable staff to properly prepare for the election, it is recommended to move our qualifying period for future elections to begin at noon on the 1st Monday in November and end at noon on the 3rd Monday in November preceding the upcoming election.

In addition, this change would ensure sufficient time to submit municipal qualified candidate’s names to the Supervisor of Elections (SOE) for any required concurrent statewide or countywide elections (i.e., presidential primary elections, etc.).  

The proposed ordinance was prepared by the Village Attorney and reviewed by the Village Clerk.

The proposed ordinance was approved during 1st reading by the Council on May 12, 2016, and is being presented for consideration on 2nd and final reading.

Mayor Smith opened the meeting to the public. No public comment.

Village Manager Read stated that as a result of the recently approved Charter Amendments, municipal election vacancies were removed from the Charter and must now be established by ordinance and incorporated into the Village’s Code. Thus, it is recommended to adopt language that clarifies the process to be followed when a qualified candidate vacates the election process (i.e., death, withdrawal, etc.) and results in one or fewer remaining candidates.

If there is a single remaining qualified candidate, they will be declared elected to the position of mayor or council member.

If there are no remaining qualified candidates, than the vacancy shall be filled either by appointment or special election (pursuant to Section 3.07 of the Village Charter). 

The proposed ordinance was prepared by the Village Attorney and reviewed by the Village Clerk.

The proposed ordinance was approved during 1st reading by the Council on May 12, 2016, and is being presented for consideration on 2nd and final reading.

Mayor Smith asked for a motion to approve the Ordinance 2016-07 on second reading, a motion was made by Council Member Gunther, seconded by Vice Mayor Brinkman. Motion carried 4 – 0.

The Finance Department is proposing a FY 2016 Budget Amendment to appropriate General Fund balance and higher than expected revenues that have been received to support the following expenditures:

· Appropriate funds for new fence and landscaping at Summer Street Park
· Appropriate funds for repairs to Village Hall Center playground equipment to ensure safe play structures

· Appropriate funds for new irrigation system along the Pathway Park
· Appropriate REAP grant funds to cover Lakewood Park improvements and event
· Seal windows and paint the roofs - Village Hall, Police Department, Library, Concession Stand, LAB and dugouts
· Appropriate funds to make improvements to Land Development Conference Room, Library Meeting Rooms and the Police Department – Flooring, Technology upgrades
· Provide funds to repair A/C system air handler - Village Hall (2nd floor)

· Purchase new MUNIS recreation services software
· Purchase new MUNIS job applicant processing & employee self-service software
· Purchase new agenda preparation software

Note: All purchases outlined within the proposed FY 2016 Budget Amendment, if approved, will be completed in accordance with the Village’s purchasing policy and some of the items will be presented to the Village Council for consideration during future meetings.

The proposed budget amendment is recommended to support various expenditures that will assist in positively impacting our community and deteriorated infrastructure while at the same time improving staff’s productivity and ability to deliver the highest quality of services/programs/activities to our residents and customers.

The proposed budget amendment was prepared by the Finance Director with the assistance of various Department Directors and staff.

FISCAL IMPACT:
The proposed FY 2016 Budget Amendment, if approved, would increase the approved General Fund’s budget from $15,844,738 to $16,595,746 (a $751,008 increase - $126,008 from higher than expected current year revenues and $625,000 from unassigned fund balance).

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF PALM SPRINGS, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE VILLAGE CODE OF ORDINANCES BY AMENDING CHAPTER 58 “PURCHASING CODE”, BY AMENDING SECTION 58-5, “COMPETITIVE SELECTION PURCHASE REQUIREMENTS” TO CLARIFY THAT THE VILLAGE MANAGER SHALL BE ALLOWED TO CANCEL OR REJECT BIDS WHEN IN THE BEST INTEREST OF THE VILLAGE; AMENDING SECTION 58-6, “PURCHASING PROTESTS” BY REPEALING the CURRENT SECTION AND REPLACING IT WITH A NEW SECTION THAT SETS FORTH THE BID PROTEST PROCEDURES; AMENDING SECTION 58-12, “EMERGENCY PURCHASES” TO CLARIFY THE AMOUNTS THAT THE VILLAGE MANAGER MAY HAVE AUTHORITY TO CONTRACT FOR ON AN EMERGENCY BASIS; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION, REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES, SEVERABILITY, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Competitive selection purchase requirements: Clarification is provided that the Village Manager may cancel or reject bids when it is in the best interest of the Village.

Emergency purchases:
In November 2015, the Council amended the purchasing code thresholds for goods/services to $25,000 without Council authorization provided that funding is available and written authorization is provided by the Village Manager (Ordinance No. 2015-36). All single purchase expenditures that exceed this limit will be required to follow the competitive selection process and will need to be approved by the Village Council. However, this amendment to the purchasing threshold was not changed in the emergency purchases section of the Village code.

Further, the Village Council had previously adopted an ordinance (Ordinance No. 2015-35), that provided upon a declaration of emergency by the Village Council or the Governor that the Village Manager shall have the authority to contract up to a total of $50,000 for goods and services without Council approval and up to a total of $75,000 if it is not possible to obtain a quorum of the Village Council for an emergency meeting within 24 hours. If this section of the code is utilized due to an emergency and/or unforeseen situation, all emergency purchases above the $25,000 threshold would be brought to the Village Council for ratification at the next available regular or special meeting. Further, staff will continue to attempt to obtain quotes and/or proposals to ensure the lowest possible pricing.

The proposed amendments would assist the Village by ensuring competitive purchases, saves tax dollars and is in the best interest of our taxpayers while still complying with state law.

The proposed purchasing code amendments were prepared by the Village Attorney and reviewed by the Finance Director and are recommended for approval.

If approved on 1st reading, the proposed ordinance will be considered for 2nd and final reading by the Village Council on July 14th.

FISCAL IMPACT:
There is no direct fiscal impact to the Village as a result of the proposed amendment.

Mayor Smith asked for a motion to approve Ordinance 2016-11 on First Reading, a motion was made by Council Member Gunther, seconded by Vice Mayor Brinkman. Motion carried 4 – 0.

    20. Resolution No. 2016-50 – Amendment to Property Improvement Program (PIP) – Matching     Grant

In March 2015, the Village Council authorized the Property Improvement Program (PIP) grant program (Resolution 2015-16) where the Village would provide a financial match (up to $5,000) for building improvement projects that provided enhanced aesthetics within our community. After three (3) successful rounds of grant applications and awards, the Village has experienced a number of (permitted) building improvements that have resulted in increased property valuations (approximately a $3 increase in valuation for each $1 contributed).

As a result, Staff is requesting authorization to modify/expand this successful grant program:

1.	Include re-roofing as an eligible project for reimbursement

Staff has received interest in the matching grant program from Village property owners who desire to re-roof their house or business. Originally, a re-roof was previously excluded from receiving a grant under the PIP program. However, staff recognizes that the aesthetic roof covering (i.e., shingles, tiles, etc.) may become damaged or decayed without the integrity of the roof membrane being compromised. Thus, allowing re-roofing as an eligible project will assist in the aesthetic appearance of some properties, especially those utilizing blue tarps for protection from the elements. Eligible projects will require a building permit and must be visible from the street.

2. 	Enable Village employees that live within the Village to apply for grant funding

Additionally, Village employees that live (or own property) within the Village were previously excluded from being able to apply for PIP funding to eliminate any unwarranted appearance of bias and/or impropriety. However, this program has proven to be successful and a number of employees who own property in the Village have expressed an interest in participating in the program. Further, the PIP Selection Committee is confident in their ability to review all applications objectively without regard to the property owner. 

Note:  A new Employee PIP Grant Acknowledgement form would require an employee to agree that they would in no way attempt to use their position to influence the selection process and also would agree to remove themselves from the Selection Committee (if appointed) and not participate in the selection process for their requested grant. This would protect both the Village and the employee from any potential ethical concerns.

The proposed amendments to the PIP program were prepared by the Land Development Director and reviewed by the Village Attorney.

FISCAL IMPACT:
Funds to support this matching grant program ($75,000) are available within the FY 2016 Budget – General Fund.
Mayor Smith asked for a motion to approve Resolution 2016-50, a motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Waller, seconded by Council Member Gunther. Motion carried 4 – 0.

    21. Ordinance 2016-09 – Village Code Amendment – Foreclosure Registration
Program (First Reading)

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF PALM SPRINGS, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE VILLAGE CODE OF ORDINANCES AT CHAPTER 10 “BUILDINGS AND BUILDING REGULATIONS”, ARTICLE I “IN GENERAL”, TO ADD A NEW SECTION 10-30, “FORECLOSED  PROPERTY REGISTRATION PROGRAM”, PROVIDING FOR REGISTRATION OF  FORECLOSED PROPERTIES; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, AND PROVIDING  FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Staff is recommending the following new section be added to the Village Code:
Foreclosed Property Registration Program (Sec.10-30) A new property registration program would contribute to the Village’s goal of maintaining a clean and safe community as well as our economic (re-)development efforts and would establish a process to monitor and address unsafe conditions (i.e., accumulation of trash, debris, overgrown grass and bushes, unsecured swimming pools, vandalism, potential “squatting”, etc.) of abandoned and distressed properties that have been foreclosed on and are the responsibility of banks, lenders and/or trustees.

The proposed program, which is modeled after other programs within the County, would require the lenders/financial institutions to provide basic maintenance responsibilities to ensure compliance with the Village Code, including: regular inspections, property maintenance and repair and posting of the property with contact information. An annual registration fee would be required until the property is no longer in foreclosure or owned by the lender.  

Note:  If the new program is approved, a proposed registration fee (e.g., $150) will be presented to the Council for consideration at upcoming meeting.

The proposed new foreclosed property registration program was developed by the Land Development Director and reviewed by the Village Attorney and is recommended for approval.

The Land Development Board considered the proposed amendment at their May 10th meeting and recommended approval.

If approved on 1st reading, the proposed ordinance will be considered for 2nd and final reading by the Village Council on July 14th.

FISCAL IMPACT:
The proposed new program would have a direct impact on the foreclosed properties and ensure that basic maintenance needs are being provided, which would have a significant impact on surrounding properties. Further, the collection of a registration fee would be dependent on the total number of foreclosed properties within the Village.

Council Member Gunther was concerned that the registration fee was not enough to cover administrative costs. Village Manager Reade assured him that several surrounding communities are charging the same fee. 

Mayor Smith asked for a motion to approve Ordinance 2016-09 on First Reading, a motion was made by Vice Mayor Brinkman, seconded by Council Member Gunther. Motion carried 4 – 0.

SUMMARY: Staff is recommending the following amendments to the Village Code:
Traffic Impact Study (Sec. 34-687):
Proposed expansion to the existing requirements of a traffic analysis would ensure traffic impacts created by new development are fully evaluated so that concurrent road improvements can be made to mitigate negative impacts and promote pedestrian circulation and safety.

Traffic engineer (Sec. 74.1):
This is a housekeeping amendment recommended by staff to clarify the role of the Traffic Engineer within the Village’s approval process and remove reference to police authority related to traffic infractions (which creates confusion) as provided within Chapter 316, F.S.

Additionally, staff recommends expanding this section to specify that a professional traffic engineer may be retained to conduct traffic analyses and/or parking studies for new development proposals to ensure that the Village’s interests are fully evaluated, in addition to typical compliance with countywide traffic performance standards. Fees for services performed under this section would be reimbursed by the developer/applicant.

The proposed amendments to the Village Code were prepared by the Land Development Director and reviewed by the Village Attorney and are recommended for approval.

The Land Development Board considered the proposed amendments at their May 10th meeting and recommended approval.

If approved on 1st reading, the proposed ordinance will be considered for 2nd and final reading by the Village Council on July 14th.

FISCAL IMPACT:
There is no direct fiscal impact to the Village as a result of the proposed amendment.

Vice Mayor Brinkman had questions regarding the costs to the Village

Mayor Smith asked for a motion to approve Ordinance 2016-10 on First Reading, a motion was made by Vice Mayor Brinkman, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Waller. Motion carried 4 – 0.

ACTIONS AND REPORTS: None 

VILLAGE MANAGER COMMENTS: Village Manager requests direction from the Council for the creation of a CRA in the community. Lake Clarke Shores was approved by the County Commission recently. Village Manager Reade stated that there are three areas that he would suggest looking at for redevelopment, Congress Avenue North of Forest Hill Avenue, Lake Worth Road and Military Trail. He would like to look at all three sites to see if any are viable. Vice Mayor Brinkman was concerned with the cost, she would also like to see more drainage in those areas, as well as bike lanes.

Village Manager Reade stated the July 14th Council meeting will address the non-ad valorem stormwater rates. The letter will go out 20 days before meeting.

Bill Golson, Director of Leisure Services stated that one of the campers that attends the summer camp, started choking on popcorn, one of the counselors did the Heimlich maneuver on the camper and saved his life. Mr. Golson would like the Mayor and Council to recognize the camper and counselor at the July meeting.

Village Manager Reade stated that Police Chaplain Gene Hall is retiring and the Mayor and Council will recognize him at the next meeting.

Village Manager Reade reported that today is the deadline for District 3 Council seat by 12:00 noon.

VILLAGE COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Vice Mayor Brinkman stated that Dawn Cox has volunteered to be a member on the Metropolitan Planning Commission as an Advisory Board member and has received recommendations from the Council.

Council Member Gunther mentioned the new Walmart that opened on Military Trail, he attended the grand opening and the ribbon cutting. He also thanked the staff that worked on the CAFR.

Mayor Pro Tem Waller thanked Becky and her department for keeping the Village in the black. She also thanked the counselors that work for Leisure Services and was happy everything turned out fine. 

The Mayor had questions regarding several projects in the Village and their status.  Village Manager Reade stated that Chilis is planning to open the first week in July, Off Lease is still under construction, Racetrack is waiting for Palm Beach County to run water to the property, Auto Zone is just about completed. The Mayor is hoping to coordinate with the County on the mosquito issue.
